The film is a simple story of a
God fearing, devout Muslim me-
chanic named Hashmat Ullah
(Paresh Rawal), who has been en-
trusted the job of repairing an old
V8 ford engine, not knowing the
historic significance, that it once
carried the ashes of Mahatma
Gandhi which were immersed in
the holy ‘Sangam’ of holy rivers
Ganga, Jamuna and Sarasvati.
After a powerful bomb blast in his
area, his life turns upside down.
